Progress has led to a range of
initiatives in Scotland that allow people with care experience to have their time and
treatment in care acknowledged and their needs supported; to be listened to without
judgment, to have their experiences investigated thoroughly, and/or be able to access
support that may go some way to counter the negative impact of treatment in care.

Everyone is different and every response is different and so there are choices
available to ensure people get involved in the way that is best for them. However, we
recognise it can all be pretty confusing.
